Rector’s Reflections 
September 2010

 As I sat down to write this article before I leave for a week in California with family and friends, I am very much aware that this will be one of the last Rector’s Reflections that I write for you.   So I began to read and reflect back on the articles, stored in my computer, that I have written over the last six years for the Ecclesia.   As we prepare to say goodbye, I thought I would remind you of some of the events of the past which showcase your talents and strengths.


In September of 2004 we were talking about setting goals together for the next year and  having a potluck meal after a Sunday service.  We went on to accomplish those goals and set new ones several times.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1   In November of that same year, Tom and I hosted a house blessing at our home. I found these words in my Rector’s Reflections article about being thankful. “ SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1For myself this year has been full of good news, relocating to Norfolk and being welcomed so warmly by the Trinity Community as well as others at the diocesan level.  For Trinity we can be thankful for the joy of Eucharist each week, for so many of you coming forward to share your gifts, for the setting of parish goals, a new secretary, a new organist, Children’s Chapel and a great start to our Sunday School year, a stewardship campaign that is off and running and I could go on and on.”


In our first Easter season together in 2005, I found, “ SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The question this Easter season becomes in light of being unique, how might we study God’s word, pray into God’s love, and share the sacraments together?   For if we are each uniquely created by God, then the spiritual gifts and talents each of us has are needed by the community of God that we are in.  In this Easter season how might we fully live into that promise?  How might we live into Alleluia  Christ is Risen?”


In 2005 and 2006 I found references to our city-wide “Blessing of the Animals,” our participation in the ecumenical small group study, “Better Together,” and the announcement that the vestry had appointed a Foundation to manage our endowment assets.  


In that mini sampling of events from our first years together, there is a wide range of gifts and talents for ministry that are on display. And that is just the tip of the iceberg of the gifts for ministry that the Trinity congregation contains.  
 The Book of Common Prayer (p. 855) says “The ministry of lay persons is to represent Christ and his church; to bear witness to him wherever they may be; and, according to the gifts given them, to carry on Christ’s work of reconciliation in the world; and to take their place in the life, worship, and governance of the Church.” If you look at the ministries of Trinity, you are modeling that definition.
